This is a solid fibreglass seat that has been made specifically for 
me to use when sailing in the 303 2 Person class. The bucket 
seat fits into the 303 by removing the fabric seat. The back seat 
moulding fits over the rear seat tube, and a hole has been drilled 
through the tube to allow a pin to secure the seat to the bar. The 
seat rests on the lower support pole. There is a small leg support 
as part of the seat that supports my leg, keeping it clear of the 
joystick (meaning I have full steering range) and stops the pain of 
the metal rod in my leg rubbing against the joystick.  The seat 
also stops me from slipping and means I am more upright and 
comfortable.  The crew now sits on a narrower 2.3 hammock. 

Method of fixing equipment 
to boat 

The upper seat tube fits through the back of the hard seat with an 
8mm hole drilled through the seat tube to allow for a securing pin.

It is only possible to remove when tied up to a jetty, while rigging 
the boat.
